There is likely to be an outbreak. (SCVERJIZIE LVY)

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In any matter of which the public has imperfect knowledge, public opinion is
as likely to be erroneous, as is the opinion of an individual equally uninformed. To hold
otherwise is to hold that wisdom can be got by combining many ignorances. A man who
knows nothing of algebra can not be assisted in the solution of an algebraic problem by
calling in a neighbour who knows no more than himself, and the solution approved by
the unanimous vote of a million of such men would count for nothing against that of a

competent mathematician.
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
